Water Department Updates:  15% WATER RATE INCREASE

On November 13th, 2007 the City of Chicago passed Mayor Daley’s 2008 budget which includes a 15% water rate increase for the years 2008 and 2009 and a 14% water rate increase for the year 2010.  These water rate increases apply to the Village of Harwood heights as our water is supplied through the City of Chicago.  Beginning March 1st, the village will see a 15% increase in water charges.   
As most of you are aware, over the past six months there has been a message on your water bill asking that your water reading be called into the Village Hall within 24 hours to avoid a maximum sewer charge and a minimum water charge.  If you have a remote meter on your home that can be read from the outside, then that request does not apply to you.  If the only way to access your water meter is from inside your house and the Reader is unable to obtain a reading, then you must call your reading in within 24 hours to avoid a maximum sewer charge and a minimum water charge.  In order to clarify this request, the following is a schedule of when your reading is due based on the East and West sides of the Village.
